INTRODUCTION

The Rustenberg Sauvignon Blanc is a harmonious blend of two distinct styles of Sauvignon Blanc from two very
different regions. Fruit from the Elgin valley is blended from fruit grown in Stellenbosch. Elgin Sauvignon Blancs

are known for their minerality and herbaceous flavour profile, while Stellenbosch is better known for a full flavour
more tropical fruit styled Sauvignon Blanc. Combining the two creates a wine which is greater than the sum of its
parts. Made without the influence of oak the wines are aged on their lees for further palate weight and complexi ’
to balance out the wines' natural acidity.

VINTAGE

A cold, wet Winter in 2009 allowed for the lovely, even budding of the vineyards during Spring, and the warm,
sunny days that followed in Summer resulted in great flavour and colour development in the berries. Full fruit
flavours and soft tannins, together with good aromatics and ideal acidity, made 2010 an excellent vintage.
